Why is Oasis so bad? 
The green blocks of ‘floral foam’ much-loved by flower arrangers turns out to be 
very nasty and not green at all… 
As it ages, it either breaks into tiny pieces which go down the drain or it goes into 
landfill.  It crumbles, but floral foam doesn’t fully dissolve in water or degrade in 
landfill or soil.  Instead, it breaks down into smaller and smaller microplastics, 
which can take thousands of years to revert into natural elements and are a real 
menace for the environment by contaminating our marine life and food chains. 
The RHS banned the use of floral foam at its shows from 2021.  
A ‘single use, non-biodegradable, microplastic 
that can’t be recycled’ is not good news.
