Our Kneeler of the month this 
month depicts the War Memorial 
inside St Andrew’s Church, which 
commemorates local Oxshott and 
Canadian servicemen.  (See also 
this month’s cover photo.) 

In 1939-45, Canadian forces were 
encamped at the brickworks (now 
the Somerville Road development) 
or billeted in houses requisitioned 
in Oxshott.  The twelve Canadians 
named do not feature on the War 
Memorial on the Heath.  

The kneeler, dated 1998 on one 
side, was made by Claire King.
