This appointment will enable her to 
continue, deepen and develop the work she 
has been pioneering in this area over the last 
few years, through setting up and running 
ABC (our weekly adults, babies and toddlers’ 
group), Soul Space (a group for mums, 
journeying together in life and Christian 
faith), St Andrew’s @4 (an interactive 
afternoon service, especially suited to 
families with young children) and All Age 
services (each first Sunday  
of the month).

Abstract in style, the heraldic 
description of each cross is cross 
crosslet.  Dated 1999, it was created 
by Jill in memory of her father, John 
Geoffrey Hooper OBE.   

Always known as Geoffrey, he was 
churchwarden at St Mary’s, Stoke 
d’Abernon, and then at Clandon, 
where he knew Revd Jeremy 
Cresswell; when Jeremy moved to 
Oxshott, Geoffrey suggested to Jill 
that she joined our congregation – 
and the rest is history! 
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Supporting our Mission Partners! 
Back in November, St Andrew’s launched an appeal to raise funds to help The 
Gathering, led by Dean & Paula Finnie, our Mission Partner in South Africa, to 
support the local community over the Christmas period.  St Andrew’s raised an
